Car Park Update: Thanks to some excellent management by the wardens and clergy team we’re getting there! Very soon the car park will be completed….[alleluia - Christ IS Risen]. After an initial quote of $172,000, the work should be completed within a revised cost for completion of $55,000. Please Don’t Go to Church

You can go to the beach, go for a coffee or go to the movies, but “Church” is something we have to create ourselves…..

In today’s first reading [Acts 10:44-48] we find that even Peter [traditional founder of the Church] was astounded by the realization that “the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out even on the Gentiles”.

Each and every one has the “Divine” within and when we come together, it is our desire to make real, and to embody the gift of the Holy Spirit.

There are those in the St Paul’s community who have a growing awareness of what becoming ‘the Body of Christ’ entails, and those who were taught that “going to church” is all that is required. The realization from the first reading is carried through all three readings and in the gospel, WE are affirmed, not a servants of Christ (doing the master’s bidding), but rather as friends, being with and alongside and participating in our friend’s endeavours.
